BasicMed has been something that | have been looking forward to for

a |l ooooéng time, and | <celebrated May
having to jump through any more flaming hoops for the FAA. My first
shock came on May 5th when | got as letter from the FAA stating that
they wanted more testing. (Hey, my medical is only 8 months
old...what gives?) Their letter was dated April 26th....5 days before
BasicMed went into effect...They gave me 60 days to comply with their
requests for even more testing, or they would deny my medical, which
would mean | could no longer fly even under BasicMed. | contacted
the AOPA and asked them for their support and advice. They said
they would contact the FAA on my behalf. You can imagine my shock
when on Saturday May 13th | received a registered mail letter from
the FAA stating that my Medical had been revoked, and that | should
return my medical or face legal action. Now, | had all weekend to
wait before | could contact anyone about my predicament. If that
didn't kill me, | doubt that much else will.

Monday came around and | fired off letters to AOPA, congressmen,
and the White House. The only response was from AOPA. The AOPA
was able to contact the FAA after 3 more days, and they advised me

to continue on gathering the newly requested medical data together.

On May 22nd | received yet another letter from the FAA ... This time
they apologized for not giving me the original 60 days to respond,
and then restated their requirement for supplemental testing.

Geez....the saga continues. Maybe by next month I'll know more. In
the meantime, I'll just continue with my FAA induced stress test.

Bill empha sized that the pilot must know
how to use such devices before needing them, less they become yet another distraction in an already
busy cockpit. Mo s t of Bi |l |l 6s emphasis was on const
looking for warning sig ns and how they might add up. How many strikes do you need before
scrubbing a flight? Marginal weather + get -home -itis + marginal fuel state + complex airspace + + +.

One way to look at this is the PIC should constantly self -evaluate to see if he/she is keeping ahead of
the airplane. Listen to your gut.
